An intoxicating experience at the Glazen Huis

ZET Foundation presents Oorbeek

From Sunday 8 January to Sunday 19 February, you will literally be short of eyes and ears in the Glazen Huis in the Amstelpark. Sounds, video images, and rhythms will fill the space - and exciting improvisations are also the order of the day. A perfectly-formed sensual stimulation!

This audiovisual extravaganza is the work of the electro-acoustic improvisation collective Oorbeek. To mark their ten-year anniversary, they will spend a month in the Glazen Huis as guests of the ZET Foundation. ZET selected Oorbeek because of their particular point of departure: the continuous rediscovery of “art”, free of the limits of disciplines and theories.

During the last ten years, Oorbeek have performed in such diverse locations as Paradiso, the BIMhuis, and the Stedelijk Museum Amsterdam, with the mottoes “Oorbeek liberates sound” and “Oorbeek always begins anew”. Oorbeek use various methods to give structure to their improvisations: agreements, rules of play, scores, time indications, direction... or nothing at all. From musical concerts to improvisations with images, dance, and film, Oorbeek embraces them all.

In the Glazen Huis, Oorbeek will introduce a new initiative: Oorbeek Mobiel 24, realised in collaboration with the trumpeter and artist Serge Onnen. Oorbeek Mobiel 24 consists of a slowly-moving musical machine of 3 x 6 metres, encircled by all the members of Oorbeek, who will produce sounds with the surrounding musical instruments. The result will be a continuously-changing musical composition, and a hypnotising experience for ear and eye.
